Brett Walker and Lon Emmett with DNR met with PANTRA
to discuss problems with ATV invasion of the single track
trails. They presented the solutions they are planning to
implement by mid summer.

The first is new signs. The signs will be very clear as to the
use that is allowed and will be placed along the trails as well
as at the trail heads. New maps will be posted. Information
kiosks with rules, regulations, and maps will be placed. Trail
names will also be posted so there is no confusion what trail
is being ridden.

Next will be the ticketing of violators when caught by DNR
staff.

A Volunteer Forest Watch Program is being developed.
DNR will train PANTRA to report violations. Then DNR will
notify the violators by letter and inform them of fines if
caught by official staff.

Adopt a trail. PANTRA can adopt a section of trail and have
a sign posted. The work involved will be the same as is
currently being done by riders.

Note and report to DNR repairs that need to be done on the
trails. Assist DNR with the repairs.
