Batey Bould Trail Maintenance 
We still have not heard about a Cost Share Agreement for Batey 
Bould. 
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CIEDRA  Central Idaho Economic Development and 
Recreation Act.   
 
What was your reaction to the news that Idaho Senators 
Mike Crapo and Jim Risch recently introduced 
Congressman Mike Simpson's Central Idaho Economic 
Development and Recreation Act (CIEDRA) in the Senate? 
 
Were you shocked? You should have been. Idaho has 5 
million acres of Wilderness already. More than any other 
state except Alaska. Wilderness bans all mountain bike and 
motorized recreation. Yet, Idaho's entire congressional 
delegation is now supporting a bill that designates  
332,775 new acres of wilderness in the Boulder Whit e 
Clouds (BWC).  
The new bill also throws out language that gave permanent 
protection to the motorized routes in the Sawtooth National 
Recreation Area.  The new bill also eliminates language that 
secures motorized access to the very popular and scenic 
Germania Creek-East Fork/Grand Prize trail. The new bill 
not only takes away the East Fork/Grand Prize section, it 
also allows closure of the entire route "for non-motorized 
recreation purposes."

The Idaho Recreation Coalition sent Bill Dart to Washington 
D.C. to testify in front of our Senators and others on the 
Senate Subcommittee for Public Lands and Forests.  
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 CIEDRA has been stopped for now. We need to thank 
Senators Crapo and Risch for pledging to hold the bill up 
until everyone, and specifically, OHV interests, are satisfied. 
We also need to thank Governor Otter for his opposition to 
ANY new Wilderness designation for this area.   
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Now that we have the attention of our 2 Senators, we need 
to keep reminding them to stay the course and reconsider 
this whole Wilderness idea. There are alternatives to 
Wilderness designation that deserve serious scrutiny, such 
as extending NRA status to the Jerry Peak area so that ALL 
of the lands in question are protected by a National 
Recreation Area designation.  Or even better, how about 
getting the Back Country concept jump-started again. 
PLEASE Send a note to Bonnie Butler at Governor 
Otters office, thanking her and Governor Otter for his 
support in opposing CIEDRA as written today, and ev en 
better , still flat out opposing new Wilderness eve n if all 
of his specific concerns with the bill are resolved ���

PLEASE send a note to Senators Crapo and thanking them 
for recognizing CIEDRA needs to go back to Idaho and 
resolve OUR concerns before it can move forward, and for 
saying that any Idaho based language will NOT be stripped 
out of any bill that moves forward.
