Good News From Montana

U.S. District Judge Sam Haddon on Friday lifted bans and
seasonal restrictions on motorized travel on 40 trails and
roads in the Lewis and Clark National Forest after the
agency and motorized user groups negotiated a
compromise in their legal battle over the plan.

In 2008, nine motorized user groups sued the Forest
Service over the travel plan, claiming violations of
environmental law and that it placed too many restrictions
on users

Most of the 40 trails and roads that will be reopened as a
result of the judge's order are located either in Deep Creek
Park or the Middle Fork WSA. The forest is now developing
a new travel map showing the changes.
